Rationale:
Currently, national policies exist because people, i.e., national officers, say they exist. The membership has no record of what these policies are and cannot go back to review these policies for themselves. One cannot reasonably be expected to comply with policies that you cannot personally view and review.
The resolution requires three things: aggregation, publication, and maintenance. 
· Aggregation: The policies and documents must be compiled and centrally stored. This is likely done already, but if there are documents that have not been collected, this resolution requires that all of them are stored in this repository.

· Publication: The policies and documents must be displayed. Enough said.


· Maintenance: A system like this requires upkeep, refreshing, adding documents, and ensuring that the system continues to be available to the members. This resolution requires that maintenance to be prudently and diligently performed.
Impact: (Please include all financial implications)
Transparency is the biggest impact. The fact that chapters give their money to the organization, but have no access to the documents that detail how the organization is run outside of their immediate presence is unacceptable. The members should have access to all of this information.
Financially, NBLSA already uses Google for email. Google Drive is just as good as DropBox or other like services and would comply with the terms of this resolution. Thus, there would likely not be an immediate cost (or a separate one from the use of Google, if any) to the creation of this system.


Whereas, the NBLSA Constitution provides, in Article XVI, that policies passed by the General Assembly and the National Executive Board supersede that of Regions and local chapters, and

Whereas, currently, there is not a central repository of NBLSA policies, reports, minutes, or other documents that is accessible for review, so as to ensure proper compliance with and adherence to national policies and procedures, and

Whereas, Regions and local chapters cannot be reasonably expected to comply with policies they themselves cannot access, review, and integrate into their own procedures, and

Whereas, out of an abundance of transparency, the various documents of the National Board should be available for public consumption, and

Whereas, the General Assembly is empowered to provide proper oversight to the operations of the organization, 
Now therefore, be it… 

RESOLVED, that the National Executive Board is directed to create a central repository on which all general assembly resolutions can be properly stored, archived, and made available for public consumption; be it further,
RESOLVED, that the National Executive Board is empowered to take measures and allocate resources to maintain the repository and prevent against corruption, misplacing, theft, or other harms that may be incident to such a system; be it further,


RESOLVED, that the organization shall display all reports, enacted general assembly resolutions, and policies developed by the Executive Board, on its website or another widely publicized system, in a manner that is adequately accessible to any person; be it finally,


RESOLVED, that the National Chair, the National Secretary, and other officers as the National Chair or National Executive Board may so designate who are responsible for the records, public facing communication instruments (e.g., the NBLSA website), and other record-keeping instruments shall be responsible for the prudent and diligent upkeep and maintenance of the repository.
